The 21st Century Global Geopolitical Landscape and Major Powers’ Strategic
Concerns: A Brief Analysis of China’s Fundamental Strategy

SONG Dexing

As the inherent logic of power politics among major powers, geopolitics still has
practical and immediate significance. Since the beginning of the new century, with
the accelerating power shift process, primary geo-strategic concerns and
orientations of major powers have undergone remarkable changes while inheriting
some historical legacies. Strategic competitions and games among major powers
determine the trajectory of international relations on the one hand, and shape the
general picture of contemporary international politics on the other. The global
geopolitical landscape not only has direct impact on major powers’ domestic
politics and foreign policy, but also influences their primary geo-strategic concerns
and orientations. This article mainly focuses on the geo-strategic concerns of major
powers such as the United States, Russia, the EU, Japan, and India in the new era.
It then explores China’s unique geo-strategic position and identifies its primary
geo-strategic concerns, which have remarkable significance for achieving the
Chinese dream of the great renewal of the Chinese nation.

The Transformation of Asia-Pacific Security Architecture:

Content, Tendencies, and Action Strategy

WU Chunsi

In the second decade of the 21st century, a number of new security problems
emerged in the Asia-Pacific region, especially the disputes in the South China sea,
the confrontations over the Diaoyu Islands and the strategic competition between
China and the United States, all of which have attracted persistent global attention.
The author argues that the security challenges faced by the Asia-Pacific region is
much more complicated than the above-mentioned simplified description, and the
transformation of Asia-Pacific security architecture, which is gaining momentum,
is the hidden reason. In terms of its content, the transformation of Asia-Pacific
security architecture can be divided into four categories of security challenges: the
security competition caused by power shift, the simultaneous appearance of
disputes over territory and territorial waters, the security aftermath of political
transformation of regional countries, and the new type of security challenges
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emerging with economic globalization and the informatization of society. Despite
uncertainties in the future, the transformation of Asia-Pacific security architecture
currently demonstrates two important tendencies: Firstly, the Cold War structure in
the Asia-Pacific is being replaced by a post-Cold War structure, and secondly, the
core driving force for the evolution of Asia-Pacific architecture is shifting from the
United States to Asian countries. To make the Asia-Pacific security architecture
more equitable and further determined by Asian countries, the region should work
on consensus-making, build up a rule system adaptive to the peace and
development requirements of the 21st century, update the institutions on
Asia-Pacific security issues, and enhance the capacity of defending regional peace
and security. With all of the efforts, Asian countries may get ready to shoulder their
responsibilities in the region.

Development of the Nature of Sino-U.S. Relations after the Cold War and the
New Model of Major-Country Relationship between China and the U.S.

HU Yong

The nature of Sino-U.S. relations has developed dramatically after the Cold War.
The two nations reached the consensus to build a constructive strategic partnership
in the late 1990s which could be regarded as the precursor to today’s new model of
major-country relationship between China and the United States. However, due to
big differences over perception and strategy on partnership, and other structural
contradictions, the proposed strategic partnership has not been built successfully
between the two nations. In order to avoid the possible failure of the new model of
major-country relationship, we must learn lessons from the history of unsuccessful
strategic partnership in the late 1990s. Firstly, the Sino-U.S. relationship is too
complicated to be summarized with a single label. Secondly, divergence over
mutual perceptions between the two nations should be taken seriously. Thirdly,
bottom-line thinking should be adopted to guide the development of Sino-U.S.
relations.

The Ukraine Crisis and New Trends of Great Powers Geo-strategic Game
KANG Xiao

American and Russian geo-strategic advantages and disadvantages have been
reflected clearly in the Ukraine crisis since early 2014. The United States takes the
return of Crimea to Russia as its revenge to the Western world for the end of the
Cold War, but lacks abilities to taking military actions against Russia, showing the
limits of a sea power. Despite its power decline after the Cold War, Russia has been
skilled at dealing with the neighboring geopolitics such as the Ukraine crisis,
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showing the strength of a traditional land power, and wanting to hold back or even
unravel the ties of strategic compression in Eastern Europe by the Western world.
Given the little possibility of military conflict, the strategic game between the
United States and Russia has been focusing on geo-economy. Russia has increased
economic aids to eastern Ukraine because of the latter’s dependence on the Russian
economy. The United States hopes Ukraine to stand by the West through helping it
implement economic reforms by sending experts and, along with the EU,
enhancing the sanction on Russia. Facing the new geo-strategic games among
those powers, China should design its own neighboring strategy proactively and
implement a series of diplomatic proposals initiated by the new administration to
further extend its economic influences and better protect its national security.

The Contemporary Renaissance of Geopolitics and Implications for China

Despite being widely condemned after World War Il, geopolitical studies have
gained international renaissance in the post-Cold War era. Besides traditional
intellectual centers including the U.S., Germany, France, and Italy, geopolitical
studies in non-Western countries have remarkably developed. Classical geopolitics
and post-modernist thinking, with different perspectives on a particular topic or
debate, co-exist in the post-Cold War era. Currently, classical geopolitical theories
still to some extent influence the practice of certain countries’ foreign strategy and
the evolution of world politics, while post-modern geopolitical thinking making
theoretical advancements by criticizing classical ontology, methodology and
research range. The construction of Chinese geopolitical theoretical system should
learn from traditional Chinese thinking as well as Western geopolitical theory, and
set the aim of resolving Chinese problems and serving Chinese national interests.
Furthermore, the studies of Chinese geopolitical theory should focus on creating a
peaceful environment for Chinese development based on theoretical innovation and
widening of the research range.

“One Belt, One Road™:

Common Development Strategy for Europe, Asia, and Africa

a new historical period, but also an international strategy for the common
development of Europe, Asia, and Africa. It draws inspiration from the ancient Silk
Road, adapts to the economic trend of globalization, and explores an inclusive and
normative pattern of diplomacy.

In a globalized era, an increasingly
confident China and related European, Asian, and African nations are capable of
jointly advancing this strategic initiative in a balanced and equitable fashion, and at
the same time, promote the integrated development of the region along the belt and
the road.

Analysis of the Complex Symbiotic Relationship between the Eurasian Union
and the New Silk Road Economic Belt

The Eurasian Union and the New Silk Road Economic Belt are key strategies
presented by the Russian and Chinese governments respectively for achieving the
renaissance and implementation. Between them not only exists geopolitical cross,
but the function approximation is also exhibited, although they are unique and have
essential differences. But they can and must achieve the formation of a stable
complex symbiotic relationship through healthy competition under the influence of
various factors. In order to achieve symbiotic development with the Eurasian
Union, in designing the New Silk Road Economic Belt, the Chinese government
should take full account of the interests of the Russian Federation, and the
economic system of the Eurasian Union should be targeted to arrange its own
institutional framework. Besides, the Chinese government should put forward the
development plan with its own unique characteristics at the same time when it has
been actively involved in planned projects, in order to avoid excessive repetition in
functions between the Eurasian Union and the New Silk Road Economic Belt,
enhance their complementarity, and improve their symbiotic power. Furthermore,
the construction of the New Silk Road Economic Belt should also focus on cultural
exchange and enhance mutual recognition between nations in order to reduce
unnecessary misunderstandings caused by conflicts and competitions, thus
promoting the Eurasian Union and the New Silk Road Economic Belt in a
harmonious way.

An In-depth Analysis of the Operating Mechanism of American Financial
Sanctions

LIU Jianwei

The logic of financial sanctions is different from that of traditional economic
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sanctions. As one of the results of the transition of sanctions reform toward smart
sanctions or targeted sanctions, current financial sanctions employ the role of the
market and individual global financial institutions to solve the cooperation and
compliance problems in implementing sanctions, and immensely depend on the
asymmetric power resulted from financial hegemony. As the most important
sanction-imposing country, the United States has established a complete legal and
organizing system to impose, enforce, and carry out financial sanctions. After the
9/11 terrorist attacks, financial sanctions have been given a more significant role in
American foreign policy as can be seen in the sanctions against North Korea and
Iran. This paper examines the logic, institution, and employment of American
financial sanctions and their implications for China. In conclusion, the author
argues that more efforts should be taken to explore the cooperation, compliance,
and legitimacy of financial sanctions.

The Rationalist Logic of Ethnic Conflict and Its Implications for China

JIAO Bing

Mainstream theories of ethnic conflict between the central government and ethnic
group focus on the ethnic group’s motivation and its sufficient capabilities to
militarily challenge the central government. The approach, however, fails to
explain the reason why both parties do not negotiate a settlement before the
outbreak of ethnic conflict. In order to explore the cause of ethnic conflict, strategic
interaction between relevant parties should be introduced into the study of ethnic
conflict. Neither party in ethnic conflict has access to the other’s private
information in terms of capabilities, intents and fighting resolve. Asymmetrical
information hinders both parties from negotiating peace, which reflects actual
balance of power. Even if the necessary information is symmetrical, parties in
ethnic conflict are unable to credibly commit themselves to the agreement which
both parties will negotiate. The incredible commitment prevents both parties from
bargaining successfully. More importantly, the political or territorial stakes
involved in ethnic conflict are too high for both parties to compromise or divide.
As an inevitable consequence of the failure to negotiate, ethnic conflict takes place.
In the process of ethnic conflict resolution, therefore, the third-party’s mediation
and security guarantee will play a vital role in delivering necessary information and
reassuring the implementation of a negotiated agreement. The explanatory
framework of strategic interaction has important implications for China’s engaging
in the resolution of ethnic conflict in Africa.
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
